What answer does science give? What has the Darwinian hypothesi:

Darwinism and materialism trace it all to the animal ancestry from whi
man, according to evolution, sprang. It is all here by chance, and the
which originated with the protoplasm must work itself out gradually, hen
the human race must constantly make for better things, the evils m
become less and less, till finally it has worked itself out completely. B
though this process has been going on, according to scientific guess
and surmisings, a hundred million years, more or less as you please,
today is manifesting itself in greater power than ever before. There is m
lawlessness in the world today than in any previous age. In fact, as
show in this volume the whole world is steeped in lawlessness and
civilization is approaching an almost inconceivable disaster.

If the evolutionists were right, and God has anything to do with tt
imagined protoplasm, then He Himself would be responsible for the ori
of evil. All evil would then be unavoidable and therefore excusable.

The shallow-thinking atheist takes hold of this invention
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and tries to make coin out of it. With blasphemies unknown before, t
twentieth century atheists blame God for everything. In our own coun
they issued a call to celebrate thanksgiving day and called it "Blame giv
day service." They composed a doxology suitable to their pervert
mentality and sang—

"Blame God from whom all cyclones blow, Blame him when rivers overflow,
Blame him who swirls down house and steeple, Who sinks the ships and
drowns the people."

From these scientific-atheistic ramblings, we turn to the sure knowlec
given to us in the Bible. Does the Bible throw any light on the origin
evil and the mystery of lawlessness? If we would have to say—no, t
book is silent about it, then we would be justified in pushing it aside a
we could no longer believe that it is the book which gives the satisfact
and trustworthy revelation of God, the knowledge unattainable by hum
research.

Let us see then what the Word of God reveals as to the evil which is
the world.

As stated in our opening chapter, man is not the product of chance, h
not the product of evolution, but the direct creation of God, in a class
himself.

"Ever since the establishment of the doctrine of evolution it has been assumed that
started like a child and slowly grew into what he is today. Our primitive ancestor has b
seen again in the modern savage, whose nearest representative he has been held to t
brain and mentality of civilized man, it has been assumed, have developed out of si
beginnings; he started almost on a level with the brute beasts and has become a Newto
Napoleon. But here again archaeology stands in the way. The men who carved the ha
of stones into living portraitures in the Egypt of six thousand years ago, or at a later pe
erected the Parthenon at Athens, were in no way inferior to the most gifted of ourselves.
have accumulated more knowledge, it is true, but we can claim no superiority in the pov
of mind. And if we go back to a still earlier age, the record is the same. The marvel
carvings and drawings of paleolithic man of the Aurignacian age prove that on the arti
side there has been little, if any, development. Indeed when we consider the condit
under which his work was done, in a climate like that of Greenland and amid the darkr
of subterranean caves, we are inclined to regard him as the greatest artist humanity
produced."*

men who claim to be scientists, but lack in real scholarship. Archaeolc
has even furnished far greater facts against the Darwinian evolution, si
Dr. Sayce wrote these words.

Perhaps the greatest philologist who ever lived was another Oxfi
professor of a generation ago, Dr. Max Muller.

He i
come from Shem; He is to be of the seed of Abraham; He is to come fr
the tribe of Judah and finally He is promised to come from the seed
David. What an unfolding! We read of Him as Immanuel, Jehove
manifested in the flesh, that is, in the form of man.

His life of humiliation as the seed of the woman is revealed to us in the
prophecies beginning with His birth and ending with His suffering, H
sacrificial death, His physical resurrection and His ascension to take |
place at the right hand of God. He is to come born of the Virgin. H
character of lowliness, of holiness and righteousness, His words of gr
and His service in the power of the Spirit of God, His miracles, opening t
eyes of the blind, making the lame man to leap like a hart, and other wc
of mercy and power—all and much more is pre-written in the prophe
Scriptures. But most of all His sufferings are foretold. He is to be the m
of sorrows, acquainted with griefs, despised and rejected of man. T
manner of His death is minutely described a thousand years before it t
place— death by crucifixion (Psa. xxii). The suffering and the shame of 1

The story of that
civilization is the same as that of every other civilization, including ot
own. It ended in failure and increasing lawlessness. With all the inventic
and discoveries, different improvements and imagined progress, the m
conditions became worse and worse, illustrating the New Testament tr
"the world lieth in the wicked one" and finally the earth was corrupt befo
God and filled with violence. Unseen evil powers under the control of tl
fallen angel-prince had helped to hasten the terrible corruption (Gen.
That sinister being thought if he dragged down the human race into G
opposition and defiance, God would have to destroy it, and thus
purpose of redemption could not be accomplished.

T
knew Him by His works and tradition also kept that knowledge alive. But
was the serpent who filled their hearts with pride and rejecting the Lord

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a name, they built the tower. They are scattered and in a short i
monotheism gives way to polytheism. They become worshippers of id
and follow the road downward as revealed in Romans i:21-26.

The family of Shem too had followed the drift of the times intc
idolatry.

CHAPTER IV
The Victory of God and the Continued Conflict

When the Lord Jesus appeared to begin His public ministry, there wa
Jordan a supernatural manifestation.

T
serpent, the devil, witnessed it all. Immediately upon that, the Spirit of G
led Christ into the wilderness. There He met the author of sin and de
face to face. The serpent approached the second Man, not in a ga
where everything is beautiful, but in a wilderness among the wild bea:s
not in a condition of plenty, with the natural needs of the creature suppli
but in hunger, after the fast of forty days and nights. The serpent come
make a test. He comes with the things of lawlessness—the lust of the fl
the lust of the eyes and the pride of life—but he finds nothing in Him. He
is not an innocent being, as Adam was, but here is the Holy One, Who
no fallen nature. Most interesting and instructive is the last test, when
devil offered to the Lord the kingdoms of this world on the condition th:
He acknowledge his authority. Two things are notable. The first, the de
claims that the kingdoms of this world are his; such is the case, even to
present time. The second, the serpent anticipated that Christ wc
ultimately obtain the kingdoms of this world, that He would rid them c
lawlessness and the curse through His death on the cross—and ther:
He made the suggestion of enthroning Him as the King of kings withc
the cross and the work the Christ would accomplish there. Mc
significant! Ever since in the history of the conflict of the present ag
Satan tries to build a Christian civilization without the cross, without th
which alone saves and brings back to God.

And was it not a short time after, that the devil used Peter to sugges
the Lord not to go to Jerusalem to be crucified? The same word
Lord used in rebuking
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Satan, He also used with Peter—"Get thee behind me, Satan!"

The different attempts made on His life by the Jews, when they tried
stone Him, or cast Him down a precipice, were inspired by Satan,
serpent. Yet he had no claim on Him, nor could His sinless body
touched by death. All the plans laid to destroy Him, the murdero
schemes of the Pharisees and Sadducees, emanated from this sinister |
And how many more times Satan must have tried to ensnare or overc
Him, for it is written after the temptations in the wilderness "he depart
from Him for a season" (Luke iv:13).

But we must look deeper into the life and the great mission of Je:
Christ, the Son of God. Why did He come into the world? Why did He ta
on the form of a servant? To manifest the unseen God? Yes, He did t
To teach and speak words such as were never spoken before? Yes—
His enemies acknowledged this fact. To live the life of righteousness ¢
holiness, which glorifies God, the life the first man might have lived had |
not transgressed? Yes—He was perfect in all His ways; no wrong wi
ever left His gracious lips, nor was there even a sinful thought in His he
mind.

All this is true. But the one great purpose of the coming of the Son
God into the world is something greater than teaching eternal trut
speaking words of eternal life, and living a life which glorifies God. H
came that through Him God's eternal purpose in redemption might
accomplished. John states His great work in a most comprehensive we
"For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that He might dest
the works of the devil"* (1 John iii:8). It takes us back to Genesis iii:15—l
bruising of the serpent's head. To make an end of sin, of lawlessness,
the complete defeat of the author of sin—that is His work. But how is |
to accomplish it?

We hear in our days much of civilization and the progress of civilizatio
A special phrase is "our Christian civilization."  The thought which he
taken hold on multitudes in
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Christendom is, that through Christ a great civilization is to be built u
which brings world improvement, a better world, and which will civilize
heathen nations, who accept it. They think Christ in His teachings laid
foundation of a kingdom, a Christian era of continual progress, tt
through His principles the world is to become better and better, a
gradually evil after evil is eliminated, the devil's power is curtailed, ar
finally this Christian civilization will end Satan's reign and will enthrone
righteousness. And so they speak of "building the kingdom" which to t
mind of millions of professing Christians is equivalent to a progressi
civilization. As a result Christians, who according to the Word of God a
not of this world, attempt in different ways to bring about certain results
legislation, by political measures and by new organizations. They fina
conclude, as we hear it so much in our times, that the present world sys
is all wrong, capitalism must be dealt with, socialism, if not communisr
are needed for this progressive civilization. Some speak of soc
Christianity. Then we see the attempts which are made to outlaw w
pacifism is advocated, in spite of the words of Christ who predicts t
sword as well as wars and rumours of wars to the very end of this age.

Did Christ teach such a civilization, making the world better and bett
gradually introducing righteousness and gradually conquering lawlessne
Where does He teach it? Only twisting and misapplying His words ¢
uphold such a theory. Christ did not come to civilize; He came to save. !
let another speak.

"If Christ's object had been to civilize the world, how easy it would hay
been for Him to have appeared on earth as the son of a Roman emy
(that need not have prevented His death on the cross)! As sovereign of
world He could have introduced a new era of Christian civilization ar
intellectual progress, with a perfect form of government, truly humal
laws and abolition of slavery; an enlightened patronage of art and scier
the promotion of trade, commerce, and industry. A few words would ha
revealed the knowledge of steam, electricity, and perhaps other
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forces yet unknown. He could have solved all social problems; He col
have put an end to all bodily suffering by some rational remedy, secont
by miraculous agencies and also given a constant supply of good prodt
All this lay in His power, "for whom are all things and by whom are a
things" (Heb. ii;:10). But how different from reality! Christ ignores
completely the arts and sciences, the politics and legislation, and refuse
interfere even in a matter of right, with the words—"Man who made me
judge over you?" And when He stands before the representative of
most powerful empire of the world, instead of pointing out to him th
enormous advantages of a civilizing Christianity, He answers briefly "
kingdom is not oi this world."*

How true these words are! As stated before, all civilization aims
world improvement, at the gradual elimination of the curse; it is a proce
of evolution. It is like a man who is suffering from a terrible disease whi
has covered his whole body with boils and sores. The physician w
comes to help him gives him a salve to apply. He treats the skin sympto
but the source of the disease he never considers and never touches. S
a boasted and progressive civilization. It is a delusion.

And has our civilization as it progressed during this age really brouc
true progress? Has it through the attempted obedience of the "golden r
or the "principles of the sermon on the mount" produced mo
righteousness? Are the works of the devil through civilization, with its di
coveries and inventions, getting less and less?

To any thoughtful mind it must surely appear that our age cannot bc
of much progress. With and in spite of railroads, telegraph, telephone,
radio, moving pictures, television, rapid firing machine guns, torpec
boats, submarines, aerial navigation and a thousand other inventions
discoveries, wealth, contentment, peace and happiness have not con
mankind, nor have these things made

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man more righteous and more law abiding. And the prospects of the fut
do not look better, but far worse.

In spite of boasted advance in government, in politics, in theology a
jurisprudence, the tide of socialism and anarchy, as well as communisn
rising higher and higher, threatening to wipe out this boasted Christ
civilization. Thrones and religions, all kinds of beliefs and laws, are bei
shaken, unemployment and crime increase, gangsters, kidnapers and a
rest of the underworld mock God and defy Him as well as man and
laws. Medical and educational sciences are continually recording n
achievements, yet on all sides there is an increase of nerve and brain
order; we hear of new diseases springing up which baffle medical scie
and in spite of higher education there is the growing insubordination &
license of youth, and the frightful increase, in countries which boast of
highest type of civilization, of juvenile crime. Then for the last fifty year
deadly instruments of warfare have been invented with poisonous ge
and certain chemicals which inside of a few hours can destroy the ear
existence of tens of thousands of people. In one word, with all t
inventions, the discoveries, the enlightenment, which are the leading cl
acteristics of this age, lawlessness, crimes, discontent, unhappin
national, international and individual, hatred, insanity and suicides
assuming alarming proportions. A "Christian Civilization?"

No Civilization is not the solution; it does not destroy the works of tf
devil, though some of this civilization may rest as a foundation on cert:
sayings of Christ.

The spot where God's triumph is achieved, God's Victory over sin, o
lawlessness, is the Cross of Calvary, the Cross on which the Son of (
died. In that Cross and through the Cross the works of the devil wi
destroyed, and the One who conquered him, is yet to bruise the serp
head in the final triumph, as recorded in prophecy.

The highest expression of lawlessness, the greatest act of lawless
was the rejection of Jesus Christ, the Son of God. The most lawless
heard in history from human lips is the

How wonderful that God from His side uses the most lawless &
committed in history to reveal through it His wisdom and His power!

It can ne
be forgotten in all eternity to come. In that cross, on which His holy Sc
the Lord of glory, the Prince of Life died, God has provided th
redemption for lost man and the ultimate regeneration of a mari
creation. Here are the profoundest depths of wisdom, the grea
revelations of God in His righteousness and love, and here and here a
the way to God and Glory is revealed. And all so deep that we cry out,
the depth of the riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of God! H
unsearchable are His judgments, and His ways past finding out!" (R
Xi:33).

Under the power of the serpent, instigated by the murderer from
beginning, man had delivered the Lord of glory to death. Was He, who |
power over death, whose body knew no sin, helpless in the creatu
hands?

redemption of a ruined world. He was the willing victim and gave Himse
to suffer and to die.

Yet all the cruelties and shame heaped upon Him were not sufficient
accomplish the work. He who knew no sin was to be made sin for us; n
could not do that, God Himself had to do it. And so on that Cross the hc
spotless Son of God suffered in the place of guilty sinners from t
righteous hand of God. God made Him sin for us. What that involved t
finite mind can never understand. Depths are here which the creature
never measure; only the Godhead knows what it was when His holy s
was made an offering for sin, when He tasted death for everything.

The work is finished! God, through Christ and His work on the Cross,
victorious. The gulf which separates the holy Creator from His lo
creature is bridged. The way back to God is now revealed and God
sovereign and infinite grace can deliver "whosoever will" Jew or Gentil
from the guilt of sin, from the dominion of sin, from the law of sin an
death, and restore forgiven sinners, not to an earthly Eden, but bring tt
as His beloved children, as the fellow-heirs of His Son, into the etert
fellowship with Himself in the Father's House above. Through His So
God has won the victory over sin and lawlessness, over death, over
grave and the serpent's power.

And so God has given the Good News, the Gospel of His Son, in wh
He offers all the sinner needs. What is it?

Who can tell it out in its fullness? Man needs forgiveness, for He h
sinned and by his works is an enemy of God. God in Christ offers
complete acquittal from all guilt, for Christ paid it all and made peace
the blood of the cross.

Man has a fallen sinful nature, the nature of flesh; it can do nothing e
but sin; it is lawless. God offers a new nature, the gift of life, eternal lif
Born again, with the new nature in him, man becomes a new creatior
Christ Jesus, the old things (the old things of the old, the first
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man) are passed away, all things are new. Man is under the power
control of Satan; God has delivered him from the power of darkness ¢
translated him into the kingdom of the Son of His love (Col. i:13). Man h
no strength, no power to do God's will and live in spiritual harmony wif
Him, in His fellowship. God bestows the power, an indwelling powe
through the gift of the Holy Spirit, which enables man to walk in the Spil
and no longer fulfills the lusts of the flesh. Man is filled with fear an
uncertainty as to his destiny; God in the Gospel of His Son delivers frc
the fear of death and the grave and gives assurance that some da
redeemed shall be in His presence, in unspeakable glory, forever with
Lord. Such then is the glorious message of redemption, which God has
the whole world. It is all His work of infinite Love—for herein is Love; not
that we loved God, but that He loves us and gave His Son for a propitia
for our sins.

All can be obtained by acceptance of faith.

It is the greatest message God has for man, the message for this pre
age. A greater message He cannot give. It is a daring word to write, but
true, in His redemption offer in His Son, God has exhausted His resour
of Love and Grace.

(Acts i:8). That power came on the day of Pentecost with the gift of t
Holy Spirit. What was the great witness given on that historic day? It w
the witness to Christ and not a message to build a kingdom by which
nations become civilized and world improvement takes place. The gr
message of salvation was preached on that day, though not yet in al
blessed fulness. The result was the salvation of those who accepted it.

Before we follow the conflict, which continues throughout the prese
age, we mention in passing the record given in Acts i:41-47. Here we ri
that the Jews who had accepted Christ constituted a community. They
their possessions and goods and had all things in common. Is not th
Christian Socialism?

Let us not forget that the being who continues the conflict, attackil
now the doctrine of Christ, the truth of Christ, the true Church of Chric
had also his agencies, those who belong to his seed. Besides
unbelieving Jews and Gentiles there was a Simon Magus, a child of
devil, doing his work (Acts viii); also Elymas the sorcerer, who had take
the name "Bar-Jesus" (Son Jesus); in Philippi a demon possessed da
appeared to hinder the Gospel message (Acts xvi). He used the unseer
spirits, which are at his command, in the mighty conflict.

And what happened in the beginning of the age continues through
this age to the very end of it. Satan does not antagonize material progr
he is not alarmed at inventions and discoveries; he looks on w
satisfaction when things become better outwardly in the world, when |
becomes more liveable, by which the fact that curse rests upon all is aln
forgotten; he can see idol temples crumble into dust to give way to anot
"religion,” which may even have the prefix "Christian.” He tolerates all th
as long as the one great truth, the Cross, the salvation of God and its po
through the risen and living Christ, is pushed aside and not preached. F
willing to have great cathedrals put up, great institutions of learning f
intellectual self-improvement founded, all kinds of societies ar
organizations formed, as long as the fact is not acknowledged or tau
that Christ, the seed of the woman, is the victorious Christ, who died
the sin of the world, the ever living One, through whom sin, lawlessne
the curse are to be destroyed.

Already in the apostolic age a tendency manifested itself to depart fr
the great redemption truths. Some denied the resurrection and an agn
system denying the great pillars of the Gospel made itself felt. The Spirit
God warned that Satan transforms himself into an angel of light (2 Cor.
:14), and to beware of the wiles of the devil. There
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is for true believers a warfare with the wicked spirits in the heaver
places (Eph. vi:ll-14) and there are statements that doctrines of demons
teachings of seducing spirits are ready to corrupt (1 Tim. iv:l).

After the middle of the first century, a series of persecutions
Christians threatened the life of the church of Jesus Christ. They took pl
under different Roman emperors who were all of the serpent's se
Through them Satan challenged the promise of Christ "that the gates of
should not prevail against His Church.” Thousands upon thousands, wt
no historian has ever been able to compute, were cruelly tortured, crucif
burned alive and cast before wild beasts to be torn asunder and devol
But instead of diminishing the Church, these persecutions increased
number of true believers. The blood of the martyrs became the seed of
Church and after several centuries, during which the enemy had done a
could to exterminate the church, Satan had to withdraw defeated.

This did not end the conflict for it continued in another form. As Sate
corrupted the worship of Israel so he begins now to corrupt the doctrine
Christ and to introduce his deceptions and lies to defeat the purpose
God. The Cross and the blessed message of the Cross, the salvatic
God, through faith in Him, who died as the Lamb of God, is what |
continues to hate. He knows that through that message, if it is believed
accepted, God saves those who are the slaves of sin, and that these
ones constitute the new man in Christ.

The Lord Jesus had warned His disciples to beware of the leaven of
Pharisees and of the Sadducees and in connection with this He ment
their doctrine (Matt. xvi:ll, 12). Note the order: Phariseeism first an
Sadduceeism last. Phariseeism is ritualism, which teaches the tradition
men. Sadduceeism is rationalism, the denial of the supernatural, even a
Jewish Sadducees did not believe in angels or in
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the resurrection. Both, while our Lord was here, were His enemies ¢
though they hated each other, finally Pharisees and Sadducees comk
in the rejection of Christ. In the conflict of the present age this leaven is
work attempting the corruption of Christianity and the doctrine of Christ.

Ritualism displaces Christ as the only Saviour, denies His a
sufficiency, the efficacy of His blood, the sovereign grace of God, and s
aside His priesthood. Ritualism makes salvation dependent on works,
ecclesiastical membership, on the so-called "sacraments" and
ministrations of men.

Its rise dates back to the first century. There was already the tende
manifested in the assemblies in Galatia to listen to "another Gospel, wt
was not another," a counterfeit Gospel upon which not Paul, but the H
Spirit, pronounced the curse (Gal. i:-6). In that spurious teaching gre
was set aside and the works of the law were declared needful for salva
and for righteousness. How solemnly true it is what the Holy Spil
dictated into the pen of Paul—"If righteousness come by the law, th
Christ is dead in vain" (Gal. ii:21). In the days of aged John we find o
Diotrephes, who did not give to Christ the preeminence, but loved to h:
the preeminence himself (3 John). He became a religious dictator
forerunner of a domineering priesthood. And Peter, whom ritualism h
put upon a pedestal of preeminence, which the fisherman of Galilee in 1
humility never claimed, warns teachers not to act as "lords over Ga
heritage."™*

It was in the fourth century that the corruption of Christianity throug
ritualism and priestly assumption became prominent. The instrument v
Constantine, misnamed, the Great.

Little by little error after error, perversion after perversiol
corruption after corruption, are introduced. We have often been ask
When did the great ritualistic system known as the Romish Chur
originate?

Then appears the harvest of this rationalistic modernism. The Gospe
Christ, the power of God unto salvation, no longer believed is no long
preached. Modernistic leaders, who still cling to the evolution-delusion t
the world must get better and better, turn to legislation and other politi
measures to bring improvement and curb crime. They
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find fault with existing government itself. They advocate a "new soci
order" and join hands with the ungodly elements and labor with them fo
revolution, the annihilation of capitalism. What happens morally? Tl
nation which boasts of being the leading nation of the world becomes
most lawless. Legislation put into the place of God's message, and
message rejected, brings an awful harvest. There follows an alm
unbelievable increase of all crimes; a new trade appears in the form
"bootlegging”; the bootlegger is followed by the gangster, the gangster
the kidnaper. Thousands are murdered, yearly suicides increase :
frightful rate; every form of lawlessness increases. The corruption whick
in the world through lust keeps also step with the acts of violence &
lawlessness. A licentious literature is produced for the feeding of the fle
amusements, the stage and the moving pictures become more vul
bordering on the obscene. Women dress in a shameless way. The fen
are emancipated and they show their liberty by blowing cigarette smc
into the faces of decent people.

The "Christ-less reformers” who have no use for the Bible become
advocates of birth-control, companionate marriage, which is nothing le
than legalized prostitution. Such is the harvest of rationalism, Satan's n
powerful weapon against the Gospel of Jesus Christ.*

We do not forget the other side in this conflict. While Satan is marchi
on in his destructive work, God also is marching on. The modernis
denials have produced and are producing a new band of loyal witnes
The Spirit of God stirs them by His power to contend earnestly for t
faith. As a result a separation takes place. The true believers are dr
closer together; unscriptural denominational lines are abandoned. In
different denominations the conflict rages. As far as the conservatives
concerned, who hold fast His Word and do not deny His Name,

continues His mighty work. Satan cannot silence the preaching of
Gospel; its blessed sound is heard everywhere and thousands are
added to the body of Christ. God's purpose is rapidly being accomplist
In Russia, where the powers of darkness are trying to crush out the Chi
and the truth of God through the society of the godless, hundreds
saved everywhere and added to the Church, the body of Christ. It i
repetition of former persecutions. The, true Church prospers. Like 1
burning bush, which Moses saw, the fires burn, but the bush is |
consumed.

In concluding this chapter we point to one of the most startling fac
relating to these modern conditions in Christendom and the appatr
success of the powers of darkness. Rationalistic modernism ma
audacious claims, boasting that the destruction of the dogma, tha
supernatural Christianity, is in sight. In this respect the liberals are on
same footing with free-thinkers and atheists. They also in their blindne
see the overthrow of true Christianity. The great mass of Christians w
labor under the unscriptural conception that this age must be getting be
that the world must be gradually converted to God and that "His kingdo
is to be built up, in the midst of the increasing denials and the result
corruption and moral bankruptcy, are greatly bewildered.

But here is the startling fact: all we see now in the political, th
religious, the social and commercial world is prewritten in the Word
God. The age will end and must end. We see the end is here. The age
not set in a glorious evening sky, but the sky is red and lowering; fc
weather is approaching—that is the prophetic testimony of the N
Testament. The political end of this age is fully revealed in the prophec
of Daniel, which we do not follow here.*

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Our Lord did not hold out the false hope of world improvement c
world conversion in His great prophetic Olivet discourse (Matt. XXiv-xxv
He announced beforehand the events which should take place, and e
one has come to pass. He tells us that the age will be capped by a '
tribulation" a time of world trouble.

The testimony of the Holy Spirit through the writers of the Nev
Testament—Paul, Peter, John, James and Jude gives a still greater lir
predictions as to the age-ending. The rationalism, the leaven of
Sadducees, and its work in corruption during this age, and especially a
close, is minutely revealed. Let us listen to some.

"Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, that in the latter times (the end
the age) some shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing spi
and the doctrines of demons” (1 Tim. iv:l).

The final end of the age in apostasy, under the reign of the lawless ¢
the man of sin, the final antichrist, is more fully revealed in the Seco
Epistle to the Thessalonians. Our last chapter will deal with the futt
consummation of the mystery of lawlessness, the final conflict and t
defeat of the serpent, in the light of this passage (2 Thess. ii).



CHAPTER V

The Modern Origin and Development of the Forces of Lawlessne

We have traced the great conflict between darkness and light, betw
truth and error, between righteousness and unrighteousness in a gel
way. To understand the more modern source of the serpent-contro
powers which now aim at world revolution, the dethronement of righteot
ness and truth, the establishment of what is called "a new world order,"
must go for a starting point to the eighteenth century. It was during the |
half of that century of disaster that a secret order, known by the na
"lllumi-nati,” came into existence. A similar movement, known also &
"Satanism" had existed before. Already in 1185 a secret order
functioned under the name "Confrerie de la Paix" the brotherhood of pes
It was a pacifist attempt to make an end of all wars. They had the cc
munistic idea of bringing about ownership of all lands by the peopl
Besides attacking all rulers they hated the Church and attempted
destruction of castles, monasteries and churches. It was one of the ee
attempts of a godless Communism.

Early in the eighteenth century a set of French infidel and immotr
philosophers began to spread their anti-christian and anti-civilizati
teachings. A notable one was the notorious J. J. Rosseau. Most of
theories contain the pernicious germs of socialism and communism.
expressed hatred of all civilization, which, in his opinion, was all wron
He went so far as to say that civilization is the; curse of humanity, tt
under restraint man had been robbed of his liberty and that the prevai
laws of property were responsible for the misery of the people. |
advocated a return to primitive conditions. In his writings may be trac
the shouts of the French Revolutionists— "Liberty—Equality—
Fraternity." Certain secret lodges of France, through which later t
revolution was supported, used the same words.
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But it remained for a German to exploit the suggestions of Rousse
and to become the inventor of a system which is now fully carried out
Sovietism. It marks the beginning of the final great battle of the conflict
the ages.

Adam Weishaupt, one of the most prominent "seeds of the serpent”
born in 1748 in Bavaria. As a young man he turned to the works of the
French Philosophers and also dabbled in occultism, through which
probably yielded himself to the powers of darkness. Certain forms o
vicious occultism, a veritable Satanism, devil worship and the black ma
were then practised. He re-stated Rousseau's delusion.

"Man is fallen,” he said, "from the condition of liberty and equality, th
state of pure nature. He is under subordination and civil bondage aris
from the vices of man." Then, serpent-like, he struck at religion. "Man
not bad except as he is made so by arbitrary morality. He is bad bec:
religion, the state, and bad example pervert him." And so he said, that fi
the mind of man there must be rooted out the belief in a life after death
the fear of any future judgment. Reason must become the religion of n
and when that happens the problem will be solved. He attacked the far
and national life; he hated patriotism. All social ties must be dissolved. |
followed closely in the steps of the immoral Rousseau. "It was nq
however, in his diatribes against civilization that Weishaupt surpass
Rousseau, but in the plan he devised for overthrowing it. Rousseau
merely paved the way for revolution, Weishaupt constructed the act
machinery of revolution itself."*

On the first day of May, 1776, the year in which our beloved countr
the American Republic, was born, Weishaupt founded with a number
adherents a secret society, patterned after French freemasonry, whic
called "lllumi-nati.” All members were required to adopt other names.

Tt
members of the llluminati lodges were instructed to maintain the strict
secrecy as to the proposed world-revolution and to hide their antagon
to religion. They claimed that Christ Himself was the author of llluminisn
New candidates were told: "That no one paved so sure a way for liberty
our grand master Jesus of Nazareth, and as Christ exhorted his discipl
despise riches, it was in order to prepare the world for that community
goods that should do away with property.” So subtle were their methc
that many Protestant preachers, misguided as they were, fell in with
llluminati, and accepted the belief that Illuminism was a practic
expression of Christianity. It is not different today, for in the ranks c
socialism and communism we find many clergymen of differer
denominations, who blindly, and blinded by the god of this age, think tt
these subversive movements will help the advancement of the "kingdc
among men, a term which in its Biblical meaning is wholly misunderstoc
by them.

In 1777 Weishaupt joined the freemasons and a closer alliance
llluminism with Freemasonry was brought about. After that a congress
Wilhelmsbad was held and there a great conspiracy against monarchy
the church was hatched out. At the same time Jews came into promine
who were no longer excluded from the illuminized lodges. Fortunate
there arose dissensions among the leaders of Illuminism, on account of
increasing tyranny of Weishaupt. The dissatisfied members, among tr
four college professors, appeared before a court of inquiry. The eviden
they furnished left no further room for doubt as to the devilish nature
llluminism. It was shown that the plan aimed at the destruction of
governments and all religions. They had adjured Christianity au
advocated sensual pleasures, having brought into their members
prostitutes. Death they declared was nothing but "eternal sleep." The
information
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of all this may be gained by a volume, now quiet rare, by a contempor
writer, Mr. Robison.*

According to his investigation the llluminati "accounted princes and ¢
rulers usurpers and tyrants; patriotism was denounced; they wo
endeavor to abolish all laws which protected property. They intended
establish universal liberty and equality, to root out all religion and ordina
morality and to destroy the bonds of domestic life by doing away wi
marriage and by taking the education of children out of the hands of |
parents.” The aims of the Illuminati were grouped around six points: (
The Abolition of Monarchy and all other governments; (2) The Abolitio
of private property; (3) The Abolition of Inheritance; (4) The Abolition o
Patriotism; (5) The Abolition of the family life, of marriage and the
communal education of the children; (6) The Abolition of all religion. Thi
six-pointed program of abolition is now functioning in Russia throug
Communism and its ever-spreading propaganda. Behind it stands
unseen power of darkness.

Finally the authorities acted in 1786. The secret papers of the Illumin
were seized and revealed beyond the shadow of a doubt the damnable
diabolical conspiracy of world-revolution. Weishaupt with a price set upc
his head, became a fugitive. Then the Illuminati spread the lying rep
that they had disbanded. It was not the truth; they continued th
agitations with greater secrecy. llluminism became the most power
leaven in all the European countries; it is working in the twentieth centt
towards its fatal goal as never before.

There is no question at all in the minds of historians that Illuminis|
was responsible for the French revolution. Much of the reign of terr
emanated from the Jacobin Club, which originated in 1789 and w
organized by certain disciples of Weishaupt, among them Robespierre
Mirabeau. The Jew Cagliostro, who played an important part, was alsc
llluminatus. We cannot follow the terrible story of the French revolutio
in detail.  All the

Then came the conspiracy of another Frenchman, Babeuf, in 1796.
formed a secret Directorate fashioned after the Illuminati order. /
Weishaupt had surrounded himself with twelve disciples so Babe
selected twelve confidants. A great manifesto was prepared by him
began with the announcement—"For fifteen hundred years you have li
in slavery and consequently in unhap-piness.” He promised, as Weish:
had done, "The community of goods" and repeated the Illuminati sta
ment: "The goods of the earth belong to every one." The manifesto &
contained a very significant statement. "The French revolution is only t
forerunner of another revolution, very much greater, very much mc
solemn, which will be the last." He spoke as a Satan-inspired
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prophet. Over a hundred years later the very much greater revolut
passed into history in Russia. A contemporary writer, Edouard Fleury, |
given in his work an analysis of his doctrines. It is most astonishing to fi
them perfectly reproduced in the present day Communism. His aim v
the establishment of the "Republic of the Equals.” Community of goo
and labor was to be enforced. Children were to be given over at their b
to the state and trained in institutions. Family relations and family Ii
were to be abolished entirely. How the greater revolution has followed t
pernicious path we shall find later.

Finally Babeuf announced a "great day of the people" when all shoi
be carried out with the wholesale slaughter of the wealthy, the bourgeo
and all in authority.

Vicious Illuminism was spreading in every direction and appeared in |
countries of Europe. Amongst those won over we find Thomas Paine.
his book, "The Age of Reason," he betrays his llluminati fellowship. |
1786 llluminism made its appearance in Virginia and an attempt was m:
to circulate in a secret way the llluminati doctrines. The exposure given
the work of Robison and others opened the eyes of statesmen
preachers. They raised a warning cry. Reverend Jedediah Morse
Charles-town preached his great sermon on May 9, 1798 on llluminism
which he said:

We ha
American pulpits hundreds of men who have cast the messages of
Bible to the winds, who preach Socialism and call themselves "T
Friends of the Soviets." They are the sickly looking "Pinks" and with the
boasted friendship for Russia they endorse the program of destruction.

Let us listen to the President of Yale in New Haven in 1798, 'C
Timothy Dwight. He preached a sermon the same year in which he sp
of the Illuminati French revolution:

"No personal or national interest of man has been uninvaded; no impious sentimen
action against God has been spared; no malignant hostility against Christ and His reli
has been unattempted. Justice, truth, kindness, piety, and moral obligation universally |
not merely been trodden under foot but ridiculed, spurned, and insulted as the chil
bugbears of drivelling idiocy...

After the collapse of the French revolution the development of tt
mystery of lawlessness continued with its antagonism to God and Ch
and all law and order. When Napoleon came into power, during the fifte
years of his regime Illuminism was cowed and its vicious propaganda v
arrested. But like a smothered fire breaking out afresh when winds fan
smouldering embers, so llluminism flared up with new energy. The revi
took place in Germany. One of the leaders of the French revolution wa
German, Baron Anarchasis Clootz. This Prussian was an llluminatus
follower of Weishaupt and a rabid enemy of Christianity. He was ti
coiner of the word "Septemberize," because in September, 1792, a I
number of French priests and religious leaders had been murdered. Cl
regretted that all religious leaders had not been "Septemberized."
declared many times that he is "the personal enemy of Jesus Christ." W
in 1812 the "Tugendbund" (a misleading name—the bond of virtue) w
organized, the llluminati doctrines and the perversions of Clootz we
found to be underneath it, as well as underneath the many secret socie
which continued the slogan of the llluminati and the Revolution: "Libert)
Equality; Fraternity." The anti-Christian movements pread to Italy and
other countries and increasingly the Jews took a leading role in 1
program of revolution.

In England, Socialism made its first appearance through a wealthy n
owner, Robert Owen. For a time he was the benefactor of the people.
established the industrial system on a new basis and attempted a
operative movement. He had a model shop in which all goods were sol
the people at cost price. His experiment became very popular &
successful, but unfortunately the good which his philanthropic schen
were doing was finally completely destroyed by Owen becoming an c
and out llluminatus.
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He echoed all the vicious abolitions of Weishaupt and branded the tl
existing society all wrong, advocating vigorously the annihilation of a
civilization. As to his character he was a riddle. For years he was
professing Christian, bent on doing good to his fellowmen, but when
adopted Illluminism he became anti-Christian. This erratic Socialist final
attempted colonization on Communistic lines in America. He bought
large tract of land called "Harmony" from the followers of one Past
Rapp. He named it "New Harmony Colony of Equality.” It proved a gre
failure in the end.

Another leader on continental Europe was Saint Simon, who follow
the theories of Babeuf and therefore advocated strongly the destructiol
civilization. But he went at it in a most subtle way. He claimed he was
following the teachings of Christ, just as the American religious modernit
do, the friends of the Soviets. He asserted that his system was sin
aiming at the fulfilment of the teachings of Christ as to the brotherhood
man. A few years later he exemplified his teachings by trying to blow c
his brains.

After Saint Simonism had collapsed, Fournier, Buchez, Louis Blar
Cabet and others took up the serpent's work. Cabet attempted colonize
in America. He had colonies in 1847 in Texas, later in the old Mormc
town of Nauvoo, lllinois. But as he himself developed into a Communist
autocrat, a revolt took place and his schemes ended in complete fall
Then followed a veritable horde of theorists advocating different forms
socialism and communism.

One of the new theories invented in 1836 dealt with the socialization
industries, banks, mines, and the newly invented means of transportat
A hundred years later in the Spring of 1933 a certain Methodi
Conference under the leadership of a socialistic Bishop received

His associate Netchaieff was a ferocious fellow. Night and day he h
but one thought—relentless destruction. He despised any kind of refc
movements and said: "Every effort is to be made to heighten and incre
the evil and the sorrows which will at length wear out the patience of t
people and encourage mass insurrection. A series of monstrous acts
drive the people to revolt."

It is next to impossible to trace historically the ever-increasing growth
the revolutionary movements, the intrigues and viciousness of their leac
and how the two groups represented by Marx, the Jew and the Rus
Bakunin, clashed. Both had prominent parts in the different revolutions
came finally to a break in the Spring of 1871. Marx and his fellow Jew
Nicholas Outine, Hess, Liebknecht, Bebel and other German Jews trie
expel Bakunin from the Internationale held in 1864.

They openly declare that their purp
can only be achieved by the forcible overthrow of the whole extant social order. Let"
ruling classes tremble at the prospect of a communist revolution. Proletarians have not
to lose but their chains. They have a world to win. Proletarians of the world unite.”

The Manifesto of this Jewish-Atheist, an impostor, as it has been prov
is the basis of the attempted world revolution of our times. During tl
revolution of 1848 he headed the Communistic Society in Berlin, whi
was responsible for many murders. He was arrested, found guilty @
condemned to death but escaped to England. There he wrote the b
which Communists call their "Bible," that is "Das Kapital" (Capital). It is
very poorly written and obscure work. His Manifesto was heralded as 1
charter of freedom of the workers of the world. Even a superficial readi
shows that it is llluminism pure and simple—the same abolitions are ure
and the community of women is advocated.

French Socialism had been weakened and as it passed away with
revolution of 1848 the German Social Democracy took its place under
atheistic leadership, the leadership of Lassale, Marx, Engels and others.

As we are writing not a history of Socialism, but are tracing briefly th
development of the different forms of the mystery of lawlessness from
inception in the previous century we must pass over the events of the g
revolutionary year 1848 which, for a time, held all Europe in its grasp. T
stolen theories of Marx, a revival of lllumin-ism in a new garb, took hol
everywhere.

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The subsequent congresses held in affiliation with the Internatione
especially the Student Conventions, demonstrated the hatred of the un
backer of the movement, Satan.

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A second attempt was to dynamite the dining room at the Wint
Palace. They did it at the wrong time and thirty lives of soldiers ai
servants were lost. The third attempt succeeded. Alexander Il
progressed well with his great reforms and had attached his signature
Constitution to be adopted by Russia. The next day a bomb was throw
his carriage which killed and wounded a number of Cossacks, w
accompanied the carriage. The Emperor in deep sympathy left
carriage to look at the dying men, when a second bomb blew him
pieces.

Among other assassinations traceable to nihilism and anarchism w
the attempts to kill King Humbert of Italy, and Emperor William | of
Germany. Later bomb outrages increased. President Carnot of France
stabbed at Lyons; the Empress of Austria and the King of Italy we
murdered, also King Carlos and the Crown Prince of Portugal.

In Germany, Johann Most became the leader of the revolutionaries.
was expelled from Germany and went to London in 1879, where
shouted out the Marxian appeal: "Workers of the World Unite." H
organized another secret society through which he aimed at a gen
revolution. He received no encouragement whatever in Great Britain at t
time. It is far different today, thanks to the teachers of the Modernist
Evolution theories. In 1880 the Society of the llluminati was re-organiz
in Dresden, Saxony. It was done in such a secret manner that its exist
only became known nineteen years later. Most and others were identi
with it. In the same year a revolutionary congress was staged by Mos
Switzerland. They worked in harmony with the Russian nihilistic asse
sination program, advocating world revolution in order to plunge the wor
into chaos.

The Social Democrats in Germany, coming more and more into pow
differed but little from the Nihilistic-Anarchism ; it was more subtle tha
the outspoken anarchy.

Then syndicalism came to 1
front as well as the General Strike. According to Ramsay Macdonald,
English Laborite, syndicalism is largely a revolt against Socialism. But
we go deep enough we find beneath the surface of syndicalism
developed creed of anarchy, inasmuch as it rests upon the same ba:

The government by trades unions will lead to
same goal as anarchy. The workers are to run not only industries,
eventually the whole country. The great method of syndicalism is t
general strike.

the exception of one man, a negro from America who calls himself Professor Gordon.

And now we have to say something about that extremely mysteric
document known as "The Protocols of the Elders (or Wise Men) of Zior
This document first came to light about 16 years before the first Russ
Revolution. It was published by a Russian, Serge Nilus in 1901 and pas
through a number of editions. A copy was deposited in the Biriti
Museum in 1907. The information as to Nilus is meagre. We have seen
titte page of one of these original editions and that page gives a str
indication that the man was a believer in the Word of God, in prophe
and must have been a true Christian.

The title is "It is Near at the Door." Then we noticed the following
Scripture passages printed on the title page: Matthew xxiv:33; Me
xiii:29; Luke xxi:Sl; Revelation i:3; xxii:10; Daniel xii:4. On the rest of
this page we find the following statements: "Concerning something peo
do not wish to believe and which is so near.”

Furthermore in reading these "Protocols" as contained in the book
Nilus, one becomes deeply convinced that an humble man of the stam
Nilus could not possibly have written such a deeply worded document. |
reading of these Protocols impress one rather that they are the work of :
of very able men, students of history, of economics, finances and wc
politics. But the most important fact is that throughout the twenty-fol
Protocols we have a very pronounced re-statement of the principal thec
of llluminism and Marxism.

Only recently fifteen were executed, including two women, because tt
had gone to a freight car in search for some food and clothing to hide tl
nakedness.

Needless to say, the printing of religious periodicals, the advertisment
religious books, the circulation of the Bible, and any form of religiou
activity, is not only strictly forbidden, but punishable with exile.

One of the most Satanic schemes is the corruption of the
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young. All religious instruction, including the reading of the Bible in
home to young children under the age of eighteen, is punishable w
compulsory labor for a period of one year. As a result all religious scho
have been closed. Our Mennonite brethren, also the Baptists and o
evangelicals have continued heroically to preach Christ.

Several years ago the author received from Russian believe
information which was subsequently published in "Our Hope."

"Tutchkoff, one of the foremost Christ-haters, said: 'The most formidable enemies of
Soviet power are the Evangelical Christians, Baptists and others. They preach of a C
that has never been, as well as a God, and thereby lead their people into slavery. Not
time remains, we shall annihilate you, branches, root and all; if there exists a devil, we
with him!"

"I remember another case. It was a very blessed meeting we held from which s
communists had fled. The next day they came to me and said: '‘Be shall not rest until we
immersed to the breast in your Christian blood'."*

But while the Soviets antagonize all instruction of Children in religiou
matters, they attend themselves to sowing the seeds of atheism in the h
of the young. They invented an elaborate system of an anti-Christ
education for the coming generation. A catechism begins with the questi
"Is there a God? Answer: No." Then follow questions and answers wh
attempt to show that capitalism and the Church are one and that they
the enemies of humanity. We quote from the "Koelnische Zeitung" sol
reliable, first hand information:**

"The first stage in the formation of the Russian child mind is that of the kindergarten. T
kindergarten plays so important a part in Russia, because the Russian child must ¢
school only after it has reached the eighth or ninth year.

"Family life, owing to the participation of women in outside vocations, and owing furthe
to the lack of living-quarters, is quite disintegrated.

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"In almost every street one will see a 'kindergarten' sign. There the children play in re
nice rooms and learn to read and write. And in the kindergarten the formation of the cl
mind along Bolshevik lines is made to begin with the assurance in the simplest letters of
alphabet that there is no God.

"Many children bring to the Bolshevik kindergartens and primary schools certs
religious preconceptions imbibed in the homes of their parents. Effective combating of s
parental ideas has led to the introduction of a kind of instruction which is in fact an
religious propaganda. Through the children it is planned to influence parents and guardic

"By this means, as the Bolsheviks believe, they can make some headway agains
deeply religious tendencies which still persist among the masses of the Russian people.

"The reading lessons of the children take on thus a strongly marked hostility to religic
ideas. These lessons are directed against 'priestly morals and their class nature,' a
‘religion and the maladies it fosters,' against 'the slave,’ meaning by this the connec
between religion and the servitude of the peasants in the old bad days, the whole conclt
with a course in ‘words and acts of the pastors.'

"Pains are taken to impress upon the children the view that religion was but a devic
keep the people in a state of ignorant stupidity, and that the Church was an institution w
took the last coin out of the pockets of the poor.”

One of the tricks played on the children is to let them get very hung
They are then told to pray to God and he will send them bread. So
innocents begin to pray little prayers to God for bread. But nothil
happens. In the room is a picture of the Soviet god, the idol, Lenin. T
children are told he will give them something to eat. Then suddenly, af
they have looked to that lost soul, the bread appears.

But is this Satanic work confined to Russia? Socialistic-Communist
schools (called in mockery "Sunday-Schools") are arising throughout ¢
own land. They have lessons; here are samples: Capitalist Murders—
Flag—French revolution. They have hymns: "Arise ye starvelings"—"Tt
Internationale"—"The Marseillaise". They have a doxology: "No Savio
from on high deliver." They have saints: Lenin and the other followers
Marx. God is blasphemed, the Bible ridiculed and Christ dishonored. T
Soviets
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have several youths' organizations. These are reproduced in the Ur
States in the "Young Communist League" and the "Young Pioneers." Tt
hate and despise our all American Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts. How tl
function may be learned from the following incident of four years ago.

Fifty children led by a few adults brought out the police reserves yesterday when tt
communistic banners and speeches of belligerence chided 239 Boy Scouts setting sé
the Cunarder Samaria for the International Boy Scout jamboree at Birkenhead, England.

The reserves were necessary because the children, many of them girls from ten to fif
years of age, turned a scuffle into a riot when they tore into a crowd of men who attemy
to prevent the leaders of the communists from making speeches.

There were 2,000 men and women on the pier to see friends sail on the Samaria. Mal
these were drawn into the free-for-all when traffic policemen, called from the street, forc
the battling children down the pier.

Girls hardly four feet tall used fists and fingernails as the police tore from their han
banners that advised the Boy Scouts to desert that organization for the Young Pion
communistic society to which the paraders belong.

This was repeated on March 6, 1930, in Union Square. Childre
carrying inflammatory banners, attacked the police. Girls scratched and
policemen, spat at them and used vile language. A riot followed in whi
the police on the advice of Police Commissioner Grover A. Whalen act
as one officer was almost murdered. The red, God and man defy
leaders, were jailed. What happened next? Certain men and women
call themselves American citizens objected to the Commissioner's "hig
handed, unwarranted and illegal methods in dealing with the commun
when force was used quelling the riot."

There is no hypocri
in history more flagrant than the bolshevik dictatorship's pretense of devotion to peace.
bolshevik regime was established by force and waded through blood to power. I
maintained today by arms and dares not meet the criticism and publicity of free speech
free press.

Central Asia they have been partially successful. Africa is feeling it and
black races are stirred by it. Throughout Europe the agents of Sovietism
found in every country. If it had not been for the recent events in Germe
that country would probably have been plunged into a red revolutic
which would have cost many thousands of lives. It was Mussolini wi
saved ltaly from a similar fate. In France, England, Spain, Austri
Bulgaria, Roumania and all other European countries the red agitators
active. In Australia, South America, Central America, in Mexico an
Canada have the same experience and fight the encroaching Communis

According to the claims of Russia successful revolutionary propagar
is now carried on in fifty countries. But the country which is in the grasp
communistic intrigues as perhaps no other civilized country, is the Unit
States. Communism has become a menace, greater than any other m
in the past and present history of our republic.

It used to be said, and people believed it, that when the ostrich
pursued by hunters and the pursuit becomes hotter, that the bird, in ord
escape the consciousness of danger, buries its head in the sand. It
zoological myth. No animal is so stupid as that. But our government fo
number of years has played the alleged ostrich feat, and talked itself |
the dream that there is no danger, refusing to believe that the agitatiol
the lawless ones could affect our "glorious country."

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awakening. Yet some of our legislators slumber on, while others ¢
opposing the legislations needed to crush out the open and secret actiy
of the seed of the serpent, advocating the overthrow of our governme
and the establishment of a Soviet government under the direct domina
of Moscow. The fullest awakening to this horrible menace has not
come. May it not be far away when our country will be purged from tt
agitators from abroad and still more so from a certain class of Americ
citizens, who have aligned themselves with the Soviets to assist then
their vicious propaganda.

Communism is how a political party in the United States. It was found
in Chicago in September 1919 by a number of the extreme Americ
radicals and is a part of the third Internationale. It was composed alm
entirely of foreign born workers. A short time later it was forced int
hiding on account of its illegality. Then in December 1921 the Commun
party was camouflaged under the name "Workers Party of America," bu
1928 the mask was thrown aside and they came out into the open as
"Communist Party of America" in full allegiance with Moscow and th
Comintern. And here we must quote from the congressional report :*

The communists came more and more into the open until today tf
flaunt their revolutionary activities throughout the country. Since 1925 tl
Department of Justice has had no power, no authority, or funds from
Congress to investigate communist propaganda or activities. During
period that the Department of Justice had actual authority the Commu
Party was driven underground where it could not function successful
Just so long as the agents of the Department of Justice were active
movement remained comparatively stationary and innocuous. At t

present time the Communist Party of the United States is thoroughly :
highly organized, nationally and locally, and is extremely active.

This shows how thoroughly asleep our government has been and ho
has permitted a revolutionary party, under

W. Z. Foster, several times candidate for the presidency on 1
communistic ticket, has voiced in clear language what the object of t
party is. In his acceptance speech in 1928 he said:

"The working class must shatter the capitalistic state. It must build
new state, a new government, a workers' and farmers' government,
Soviet Government of the United States. No communist, no matter h
many votes he should secure in the national election, could, even if
would, become president of the present government. When a commu
heads a government in the United States, and that day will come jus
surely as the sun rises, that government will not be a capitalis
government, but a Soviet government, and behind this government \
stand the red army to enforce the dictatorship of the proletariat.”

This same radical, in the investigation of the congressional commit
revealed the fact how completely the communistic party is under t
control of Moscow. He also made it clear that they only own one flag, r
the flag of the United States, but the red flag.

How highly organized this alien party has become may be learned fr:
the fact that the "Trade Unity League,” a section of the Red Internations
has in the United States over seventy-five organizations affiliated w
communism.

All the leading industries are represented—agriculture, clothing worke
metal and iron workers, cleaning and

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laundry, food and packing houses, the needle trades, painters, furni
workers, miners, railroad workers, rubber and textile workers, leatt
workers, etc. Then we find the United Farmers' League, the Americ
Negro Labor Congress, Workers of Library Publishers, Council fi
Working Class Women, Bezboshnik (Russian godless society), Lal
Sports Union, Young Communist League, Young Pioneers of Americ
Negro Champion, Young Comrade, International Press, Friends of
Soviet Union (with modernistic preachers and educators as pay
members), Hungarian Sick and Benefit Society, etc., etc.

Still more astonishing is the communistic press. It has a paid circulati
of about 350,000. One of the leading papers is the "Daily Worker." In t
months it doubled its subscription list. Its issues, it is said, are from 35,(
to 40,000 copies. Other English periodicals are: "Labor Defender," "You
Worker," "United Farmer," "Labor Unity," "Working Women," "Southern
Worker," "Communist,” "Liberator" and others. Other periodicals ar
published in Yiddish, Russian, Polish, Finnish, Italian, Scandinavis
Greek, Lithuanian, Bohemian, German, Armenian, Bulgarian, Lettis
Estonian and Japanese. We recommend our interested readers to
Report 2290 of the Seventy-first Congress published in 1931 to see w
Communism has achieved in the line of organization and publicity duri
the few years of its existence.

Perhaps the most serious aspect of this un-American propaganda, air
at the destruction of our American ideals and institutions, besides
religion, is its activity among the young people. The communists cond
an extensive and intensive campaign among the young for the spread o
communistic doctrines, attempting to prepare them for militar
participation and leadership in the future revolution, when the bloo
scenes of Russia of 1917-1920 are to be repeated. The "Young Pionee
America" and the "Young Communist League" are imitations of the B
Scouts of America. They are both dedicated to the hatred of Americ
institutions and the American flag.
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They are stirred up in every possible way to wage a relentless warf
against all religious beliefs and to hold their own parents in contempt &
disobey them in case they maintain faith in God. It is not enough that tt
are irreligious, but they must be anti-religious. Then there are commur
summer schools and camps. Here the most pernicious work is done. Tl
schools are in different parts of the country. In the state of New Yc
yearly 15,000 young communists are turned out with intense class hat
as well as hatred of God, hatred of our government and hatred of Ameri
traditions. The Fish Congressional Report says: "In the vicinity of Ne
York City the Communist camps include a very high 'percentage of Jew
boys and girls, estimated to be as high as ninety per cent*. There is
Federal law prohibiting such camps teaching disloyalty and practica
treason to thousands of healthy and bright young future Americans,
they are permitted to exist and continue to warp the minds of immat
children whose parents have fled from countries where they we
oppressed to a land of freedom and equal opportunity.” **

During May, 1933, in Amherst College, where certain teachers m
have spread the seed of infidelity, a score of freshmen burned
American flag in a Communist demonstration. They call themselves "t
sincere Communists of Amherst College.”" They sang the Internations
The newspaper report said that the president, Dr. Stanley King, "decli
to comment on the incident.” In 1929 a "Children's Congress" was helc
Moscow. Seven boys and girls, about the age of fourteen, were sent f
the United States as delegates, among them a young negro, who hac
the Boy Scouts and joined the Pioneers. One of the delegates, a vic
youngster, was arrested before the departure of the delegation. A

"The task of the communists among the negro workers is to bring about cl:
consciousness, and to crystallize this in independent class political action against
capitalist class; to take every possible advantage of occurrences and conditions which
tend to develop race feeling with the view of utilizing racial antagonism. At evel
opportunity the attempt is made to stir up trouble between the white and negro races.

"The negroes are made to believe that the communists practice complete racial
social equality and that only when a communist

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Government is set up in the United States will the negroes obtain equality and freec
from exploitation by the 'white bosses, and in order to attract and impress the negro,
communists make a point of encouraging mixed social functions where white women c«
munists dance with negro men and white men communists dance with negro women.

and negroes even to the extent of intermarriage.

Several pages in the Congressional Report are devoted to
propaganda which is carried on in our military organizations—the Arm
the National Guard, the military training camps and units in schools a
colleges. Young Communists sneak in, enlist and then carry on an un
handed work to create a revolutionary spirit. A small sheet, "The Rel
Guard," is published by them and secretly circulated. They attempt
break down the morale of our defense forces and also try to discour
enlistments.

S
activities have led to considerable agitation in some of the big universiti
Opposition to military training in educational institutions provides a fertil
field for inflammatory speeches and articles by young communists w
pose as favoring eternal peace while advocating civil war and revolutio
Let it be remembered that Professor Einstein, the socialist and scien
sent a telegram after his first visit to our hospitable shores, to a la
gathering of young people's societies, advising them to become "milit:
pacifists." Of late, we believe, he has taken a more positive stand and
become the president of some youth pacific organization. General L.
Holbrook, Commander of the first division of the United States Army i
1931 said:

"It is well to remember that the political power in control of Russia he
declared war on the United States, and is today openly advocating
overthrow of this government in every place and at every opportuni
Russia evidently is preparing to fight the world. Preaching disarmamen
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among other nations, she is today creating the greatest war machine
world has ever known.

"We will face a new alignment in the next war. We will forget our foe
of the World War and welcome them as allies. This is not an alarm
theory. Foes of the recent conflict will work together against the comm
enemy for the preservation of our government, our homes and firesic
and our religion, for we face the loss of all these if any enemy bent on tt
wholesale destruction should triumph.™

And this destructive propaganda continues, as we prove later, b
certain class of American educators and the so-called "men of the clo
clergymen of different denominations.

Congressman John E. Nelson made some statements which preser
situation in the right light:

"Communism in the United States is organized on the theories of K
Marx, with tactics applied by Nicholas Lenin. Their objectives are defini
and they have adopted an uncompromising policy by which to attain the
The postulates of American communism, openly declared, are as follow:

To arouse working-class consciousness.

To teach that our Government is dominated and controlled by and for the capitalist cl
that the workers "produce everything and own nothing,” and the capitalists "prodt
nothing and own everything."

To educate the masses to a common view point, and set them up as enemie
capitalistic society.

To prepare them for the revolution that is to usher in the dictatorship of the proletariat.

To expropriate all means and instrumentalities of production, and to suppress
eliminate all those who may oppose them.

To make America a Soviet Republic.

"The idea that all American communists are ignorant rogues and sell
adventurers must be dismissed, if we are to have a proper conceptio
this communist situation. The actual dues-paying members of t
Communist Party in the United States are, as a rule, men and womel
foreign extraction, of unusual intelligence and ability, actuated by no ho
of personal reward, and absolutely devoted to their cause, for which tl
are ever ready to sacrifice their time, health, and talents. They are
heralds of a new social philosophy, the apostles of an intellectual relig
divorced of all spirituality, and the captains of an army. Absolut
obedience and continual activity are demanded
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of every member and they are subject to a discipline as exacting as the
any military organization. The communist is a zealot, supremely se
confident, and as devoid of compassion as an executioner. Whether we
it or not, theirs is the old crusader spirit, modernized with the instrumel
and methods of today. All this gives them a strength and influence all «
of proportion to their numbers, a kind of strength possessed, perhaps b
other organization in this country."

He also states the fact that orders for work, the work of destroying ¢
country are received directly from Moscow. Groups of workers, includir
negroes and young people of both sexes, are continually sent to Russ
be trained as communist agitators and active revolutionists. They
ordered to bore from within, in the army, the navy, the national guard,
schools, the labor unions, the industries, the American Legion, and
establish themselves in key positions, to be ready for leadership when
day of revolution comes.

One of the chief aims of this vicious propaganda is to overthrow t
"American Federation of Labor." If this were achieved the doom of th
country would have arrived. The late Samuel Gompers, a patrio
American citizen opposed these agitations and so do also the pre
excellent leaders of the Federation, Mr. Green and the Vice-Presid
Matthew Woll.

And how many pages might be filled with the commercial aspect, t
never-ceasing attempts to hurt our commercial enterprises and indus
by "dumping". Russia itself is agriculturally and also industrially in
desperate condition. To give just a faint glimpse of what has happened
the misery, which exists in that land of godlessness, we quote from Rej
2290 of the Seventy-first Congress:

"The Communist Party in Russia consists very largely of members from the indust
centers, and is directed by city workers for their own benefit. The peasants were loo
down on as inferior beings and were regarded as little better than animals to plant
harvest the food supply for the city workers. Consequently there was no coopera
between the communist city workers and the peasants,
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and the bulk of the peasants hated and feared the communists, who sent out expedition
the farming country and confiscated most of the grain from the farmers on various prete
such as nonpayment of taxes or counter revolution, or paid for it in worthless currency
receipts for government bonds. The poor peasant became more and more exasperate
often found the more he harvested the less he had, so he began to plant only a suffi
amount for the needs of his own family. The result was in effect a gigantic, thou
undirected, strike by the peasants of Russia, which forced the Soviet Government to ch
its tactics. First it permitted a modified free trade and agriculture revived. Lately it h
begun to create huge state farms and organize the peasants into enormous prod
cooperatives.

The first step was a campaign to eliminate or liquidate the Kulaks, or so-called r
farmers, who were bitterly opposed to communism. These Kulaks were the more thr
farmers who were able, through individual effort, to acquire a few cows and horses and
in a better house than the other peasants. These Kulaks were not rich in the sen:
American farmers, as they probably did not make over a couple of hundred dollars a y
yet the word went out from Moscow that they must be suppressed. A reign of terror ens
Peasants were told that they could take away the property of any Kulak who had as mut
two cows or two horses and the red army and police were used to wipe out the Kulak:
turn these farmers, the best in Russia, began in desperation to kill off their cattle, so th
1928-29 it is estimated that 15,000,000 head of cattle were slaughtered, seriously impa
the milk, butter, and cheese supply of Russia, and also the production of beef.

"It is difficult to ascertain accurate figures as to the number of Kulaks that were driv
out of their homes and deported to the northern forests to cut timber or to work on the rc
in Siberia. The figures available vary all the way from 500,000 to 5,000,000, and the trut
probably about halfway between. The suffering that these Kulaks endured, together \
their families, is one of the terrible tragedies of recent Russian history.

"The ruthlessness of the Soviet Government in liquidating the Kulaks aroused
sympathy of the peasants and caused widespread resistance and antagonism so that
issued an edict from Moscow that the Kulak liquidation had gone far enough and that fr
now on only counter-revolutionists among the peasants would be suppressed. The wa
against the Kulaks had brought about chaos in Russian agriculture, as the best farmer
those who gave employment had been deported or ruined. "

We must refrain from mentioning other different forms
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of the Russian propaganda and such organizations as the "United Farr
League" with headquarters in Minnesota, spreading Communi:
throughout the Northwest and sowing the seed of revolution; the "/
American Imperialistic League" which aims at the rebellion of Mexico ar
South America against the United States. There is also a certain "P
Federation" which is serving Communism; the "League for Industri
Democracy," a radical organization active in universities and colleg
disseminating its theories among our American youth through libe
clubs; "The Friends of the Soviet Union," raising money to promo
friendly relations with Russia, aiming at recognition; "International Labc
Defense"” which is a branch of the International Red Aid of Moscow. TF
labor defense spreads communistic propaganda through the publi
derived from the radical, so-called class-war prisoners. It claims to defe
all workers who are being persecuted by "the capitalistic governmer
These prisoners, who have been guilty of criminal actions, receive throt
this labor defense, bail bonds, attorneys' fees, etc. For instance, the Se
Vanizetti case, the Mooney-Billings case, the Gastonia case and otl
were carried on by this defense. In the case of the defendants tried
killing the police chief of Gastonia, about $30,000 was furnished by tl
Garland fund and the communistic organizations in our land ga
$100,000. Yet not a dollar came into the hands of the men conducting
defense. The Garland fund has kept this labor defense and also
"American Civil Liberties Union," of which we shall have more to say
partly in funds.

The field of their greatest activities has been the different industri
where they have fomented discontent, which has led to serious stril
Underneath is a most pernicious propaganda. While they demand cer
concessions and reforms they maliciously obstruct and prevent their exe
tion. The leading communistic-led strikes took place among the text
workers in Paterson, N. J. The leaders were, to judge by their nan
foreigners—Weisbrod, Ruben-
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stein, Wagenknecht and others. Then came strikes among the fur wor
of New York, in Bedford, Massachusetts, in Gastonia, South Carolir
where the chief of police was murdered, a shoe strike in New York Ci
Many other strikes were engineered by them, among the dental work
the needle trade, the window cleaners and cafeteria workers. There i
organization in this country, which has been a great encouragement to
foreign and revolutionary element. It is the Red-defending "American Ciy
Liberties Union." As the real character of this organization is not genera
known, we quote what the Congressional Investigation Committee has
say about them. (Report 2290, p. 52.)

"The American Civil Liberties Union is closely affiliated with the
communist movement in the United States, and fully 90 per cent of
efforts are on behalf of communists who have come into conflict with t
law. It claims to stand for free speech, free press, and free assembly; b
is quite apparent that the main function of the A. C. L. U. is to attempt
protect the communists in their advocacy of force and violence
overthrow the Government, replacing the American flag by a red flag a
erecting a Soviet Government in place of the republican form
government guaranteed to each State by the Federal Constitution.

"Roger N. Baldwin, its guiding spirit, makes no attempt to hide h
friendship for the communists and their principles. He was formerly
member of the I. W. W. and served a term in prison as a draft dod
during the war. This is the same Roger N. Baldwin that has recently iss|
a statement 'that in the next session of Congress our job is to organize
opposition to the recommendations of the congressional commit
investigating communism.' In his testimony before the committee
admitted having said at a dinner held in Chicago that 'The Fish Commit
recommendation will be buried in the Senate.' Testifying on force a
violence, murder, etc., the following is quoted:

The GHAIRMAN . Does your organization uphold the right of a citiperalien—it does not
make any difference which—to advocate murder?

Mr. BALDWIN. Yes.

The GHAIRMAN. Or assassination?

Mr. BALDWIN. Yes.

The GHAIRMAN. Does your organization uphold the right of an
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American citizen to advocate force and violence for the overthrow of the Government.

Mr. BALDWIN. Certainly; in so far as mere advocacy is concerned.

The GHAIRMAN . Does it uphold the right of an alien in this courtoyurge the overthrow
and advocate the overthrow of the Government by force and violence?

Mr. BALDWIN. Precisely on the same basis as any citizen.

The GHAIRMAN. You do uphold the right of an alien to advocate the thwew of the
Government by force and violence?

Mr. BALDWIN. Sure; certainly. It is the healthiest kind of thiieg a country, of course, to
have free speech—unlimited.

"The American Civil Liberties Union has received large sums from tt
Garland fund, of which Roger N. Baldwin is one of the directors. Durir
the trial of the communists at Gastonia, not for freedom of speech, of
press, or assembly, but for a conspiracy to kill the chief of police, of whi
seven defendants were convicted, the A. C. L. U. provided balil for five
the defendants, amounting to $28,500, which it secured from the Garl:
fund. All of the defendants convicted jumped their bail and are reported
be in Russia. The $28,500 bail was forfeited, including $9,000 mc
advanced by the International Labor Defense.

"A committee of the New York State Legislature, back in 1928, reach
the following conclusion in regard to the American Civil Liberties Union:

The American Civil Liberties Union, in the last analysis, is a supporter of all subversi

movements; its propaganda is detrimental to the interests of the State. It attempts not
to protect crime but to encourage attacks upon our institutions in every form.

"Your committee concurs with the above findings.

"The principles of free speech, free press, and free assembly are wo
of an organization that stands for our republican form of governme
guaranteed by the Constitution, and for the ideals of Washingtc
Jefferson, and Lincoln, instead of an organization whose main work is
uphold the communists in spreading revolutionary propaganda and incit
revolutionary activities to undermine our American institutions an
overthrow our Federal Government.”

In the membership of this Red-defending organization we find a strar
combination. Here are out and out atheists, free-thinkers, agnost
politicians, preachers of different evangelical denominations, editors
"religious periodicals," and professors in various institutions of learnir
including theological seminaries. How can Communism  with i
agitation against government, private
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ownership, above all against God and against His Christ, against relig
and against the church, this menace of our country, be curtailed
"Christian" preachers and educators help along its continuance? Here i
item which should open the eyes of every reader.

"More than four hundred educators and clergymen of the 'liberal’ a
radical type have signed a memorial in favor of the removal by Congres:
the U. S. Treasury's right to exclude from entry at the customs hou
obscene books, pamphlets and circulars. One of the signers of
memorial is Bishop Francis McConnell, president of the Federal Council
Churches of Christ. Another is Rev. Harry F. Ward, of Union Theologic
Seminary, president of the American Civil Liberties Union. The circulatio
of most of the material thus excluded by the Treasury is criminal unc
Federal and state laws; the effect of removing the Treasury restrictic
would be, however, to make its access to the country easier. Bootlegc
this obscenity is one of the active New York 'rackets.' Some of the mate
already excluded by the Treasury specifically mentioned in the Sen
debate as representing unwise ‘censorship,’ is of the pervert and degen
type. The worst of this type of European 'literary' filth has not heretofo
even been offered for entry into this country, because of the restriction i
quh Qroposed to strike down. Some of it is obscene attack on religic
aith."

The same issue of the "National Republic" shows where Harry
Fosdick of the Riverside Church, New York City, stands, and he h
thousands of followers among the "clergy" and men and women in cap
gown.

"It has often been stated in these columns that among the most ac
apologists for Soviet Russia in the United States are ministers of radi
and 'liberal' affiliations. Eighty-seven ministers, headed by Harry Emers
Fosdick, on March 6 issued a statement deprecating the absence of a
of humility' in Christian and Jewish protests against the slaughter, jaili
and general repression of religious workers in Russia, and declaring |
the anti-religious atttiude of communism is due 'to the failure of tt
churches to recognize their obligations to the social and economic need
the people."

Some say the earth will get cc
and colder and finally become an icicle; another set of learned men th
the earth will burn up and become a planet like the moon. So one r
take his choice.

As the Bible gives us the trustworthy knowledge about creation, sc
gives us knowledge about the future. The God who knows the end from
beginning has made the future known and through His chosen instrume
His prophets, has given in His Word the outcome of it all.

As the seed of the woman appeared once in humiliation for the bruis
of the heel, that is to suffer and to die, so the same seed of the woman,
died and rose again must also carry out the second part of God's prog
to bruise
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the serpent's head, that is to defeat him and gain the com-pletest vic
over the author of sin. This final defeat and coming victory is n
achieved, according to the Word of God, in a spiritual way, so th
gradually the overthrow of evil takes place, but it will be brought about |
the personal return of the Lord Jesus Christ. The defeat of Satan in
finality, and the complete Victory of God, can only be brought about |
that glorious coming event, when the Christ, who is how bodily present
the right hand of God, returns in person. No matter what creeds
different denominations teach, no matter what good men believe, this,
this alone is the teaching of Scripture.

These false reports which circulated among the Thessa-lonians bec
the occasion of enlightening them, and us as well, as to the conditi
which precede that day, the manifestation of lawlessness before that
comes, and how that day will end the mystery of lawlessness.

The first thing the inspired Apostle shows must precede that day is
apostasy. What is the apostasy and what is an apostate? Apostasy i
departure from professed principles. An apostate is a person who
forsaken his faith or his party. To illustrate: Here is a certain well-know
teacher. He was active in Y. M. C. A. work; he preached the great mess
of the Gospel of Jesus Christ, that Christ died for our sins according to
Scriptures, that He is the only way to God. He has abandoned it, give
up, and is now a socialist, a friend of the Soviets. That is an apostate. It
fact verified by history that an apostasy has been going on throughout
present age. The Lord taught that such would be the case in the parab
the enemy putting the evil seed into the same field in which the wheat |
been sown.

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of a great godless leader, called by the apostle the man of sin, the so
perdition. It is the final antichrist whose person and work is more ful
described in Daniel xi:36 to 38, and Revelation xiii:ll-18. From the latte
passage we learn that he will be a counterfeit Christ for he has, in sym
two horns like a lamb, but speaks as the dragon. Inasmuch as he come
of the land he will arise from among the Jews. There are other reasons
this godless leader will be a Jew.

Then also appear the hol
from the north, Gog and Magog. Their fate is prewritten in the Propt
Ezekiel (chapter xxxix). The victorious Christ will then lay hold on th
serpent, Satan, the dragon, the devil and he will be stripped of his pov
so that he can no longer deceive the nations (Rev. xx:I-3).

Preceding these attacks upon Jerusalem, when the last
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siege takes place (see Zech. xiv) the man of sin, the Antichrist, will do
pernicious work in Jerusalem itself. There the last page of the ending
will be written. Jerusalem will be the great storm center of that predict
"great tribulation" with its horrors.

Some forty years ago there began in Judaism a significant natio
revival. Orthodox Jews always had in their hearts a homesickness for
land of their fathers, and sporadic efforts of colonization were made fre
time to time. Then arose a great leader, Dr. Theodore Herzl. He formuls
a plan to establish a Jewish state in Palestine. Zionism was born and
result there has been for many years a revival of the Jewish national h
But the Zionistic movement was not the product of faith in God's oat
bound covenants. It is not the result of a spiritual revival, a return to G
It was and it is still a movement of unbelief, a political and humanitari
scheme, which has no use for the real Jewish hope, which centers in
promised Messiah King. When the unspeakable Turk, that monstre
Sultan was reigning, the man who has rightly been called "the damne
for he instituted the horrible persecutions of the Armenian Christians, I
Herzl, who had approached him with an offer to purchase Palestine, s
"If your Majesty makes our national aspirations possible we shall lot
upon you as our Messiah." Nothing came of it, for it is written, "The lar
shall not be sold for it is mine" (Lev. xxxv:23).

Herzl died quite young, but the national hope did not die with him. Th
came the world war. One of the greatest results was the ending of
Turk's rule, or rather, misrule, of Palestine. Jerusalem was captured
General Allenby and put under British mandate. Since that time
astonishing progress has been made in Israel's land. Thousands of .
have gathered from the four corners of the earth, so that today o
200,000 are living in Palestine, more than ever before since the destruc
of Jerusalem 70 A.D., and thousands more are waiting to settle there. G
agricultural schemes, irrigation and other improvements, have be
brought about. New industries are being
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established, a university is now located there and the Hebrew languag
revived, and is once more a living language. As Ezekiel saw in his gr
prophetic vision, there is a stir among the dry bones of the house of Is|
(Ezek. xxxvii). An organization is effected, but the life-giving Spirit is
lacking. He is not there because all the schemes and plans do not ¢
from faith in God's Word. The whole movement is one of unbelief, whic
is displeasing to God, and finally results in new judgments upon Israe
land.

One of the schemes now advocated is the restoration of the temn
worship as demanded by the levitical code. They speak of building
temple, and it is said that young men, who trace their descent from Le
are being instructed in the different ceremonials. One can readily see, t
in order to consummate the restoration plans, another temple is neede
will come to pass some day, and when it does it will be the culmination
Jewish unbelief, and will bring upon them the indignation of Jehovah, t
God of Israel.

This is strikingly indicated in the last chapter of the Prophet Isaia
which deals with the days of the Jews restoration in unbelief. We mi
glance at it.

Read on in this chap
and find how, when this abomination is in Jerusalem, the Lord will con
and by His sudden manifestation end this false worship.

Into this temple of unbelief and abomination the man of sin will come
take his place there, claiming that he is the Messiah-King, and then dem
in his blasphemous exaltation the worship which is due to God and Chi
In the first part of His prophetic Olivet Discourse our Lord gives th
picture of the last seven years of this age and what will happen
Jerusalem. He speaks of the abomination of desolation and warns the g
remnant of His earthly people Israel.

"When ye therefore shall see the abomination of desolation, spoker
by Daniel, the prophet, stand in the holy place—whoso readeth let f
understand—then let them which be in Judea flee into the mountail
(Matt. xxiv:15-16). The passage to which our Lord refers is found
Daniel xi:36. "And the king (the false Messiah—antichrist) shall d
according to his will; he shall exalt himself above every god, and sh
speak marvelous things against the God of gods, and shall prosper till
indignation be accomplished for that that is determined shall be do
Neither shall he regard the God of his fathers (his Jewish fathers) nor
desire of women, nor regard any god, for he shall magnify himself abc
all." This fully harmonizes with the text in 2 Thessalonians ii:4: "wh
opposes and exalts himself above all that is called God, or object
veneration; so that he himself sits down in the temple of God, shewi
himself that he is God."

Antiochus Epiphanes in the second century before Christ, as a
predicted by Daniel (chapter viii), defiled the temple, but here is a grea
defilement. Satan's masterpiece sits there, endowed with all his powers
works lying miracles (as he does already in certain anti-Christian cults)
is the working of Satan. A strong delusion has come and those who did
receive the love of the truth for their
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salvation will readily accept the final lie of the serpent. Infidel Jews ar
apostate Christians are included for Satan's strong delusion will then
heralded all over the world. "And he doeth great wonders so that
maketh fire come down from heaven on the earth in the sight of men,
deceiveth them that dwell on the earth by the means of those mirac
which he had power to do in the sight of the beast, saying to them t
dwell on the earth that they should make an image to the beast, which
the wound by the sword and did live.

All this shows that Satan and his angels will manifest their power at t
very close of the age. The mystery of lawlessness, which has worked fi
the very beginning of man's history, is reaching its consummation in 1
final seven years of our age. The reader perhaps would like to know v
we mention seven years. The answer is found in the Book of Daniel an
Revelation. The seven years constitute the last prophetic week of
prophecy which Gabriel brought to Daniel.**

We have to examine next another great statement in the Thessalol
text. Twice the Spirit of God speaks of something which restrains, whi
keeps back the full manifestation of this mystery of lawlessness. We r
"that which restrains" and "there is He who restrains now until He be go
and then that lawless one shall be revealed.” In other words the final pf
of the conflict of the ages, the manifestation of the lawless one, who is
incarnation of Satan, all the prophecies concerning that final conflict, st
as the great tribulation, the judgments which will be executed on the ea
cannot take place till the restraining power, the restraining one (a persor
removed.

Who has the power to keep back the final, horrible scenes of G
defiance, atheism and the destruction of human

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government? Who restrains the serpent from making its final, last strike
God and His Christ?

We believe the history of the past gives us an answer. Who has cur
evil in its various forms? What power was it, which preserved the Chur
of Jesus Christ during the Roman persecutions? Who brought the ti
back from the Romish superstitions? Who instituted the reformation
that Satan was checked in his aims? Why did Satan not succeed thrc
the llluminati and through the French revolution? Who curbed the serpel
attempt to head up all these things in the final onslaught? Why have
repeated attempts to destroy the Church and the Truth of God miscarri
How is it that with all the hate expressed against the Church, the Chu
instead of being weakened, grows? How is it that even in Soviet Rus
with its hordes of godless men and women the Gospel persists and ¢
tinues to have its triumphs? What is the explanation of all this?
answer, the presence of the Holy Spirit on Earth.

The true Church of Jesus Christ, composed of all true believers, i
divine organism, which had its beginning on the day of Pentecost, when
Holy Spirit of God came to earth. With His coming the great spiritual wol
of this age was inaugurated. The apostles with all other believers were
Him united into the body of Christ, the Church, each member bei
possessed and filled with the Spirit. The Church became thus "
habitation of God through the Spirit" (Ephes. ii:22). This work is continue
by the Spirit of God during this age. The great message of the Gospe
preached in every continent and through that message the members o
body of Christ are gathered and added to that body. So long as this wor
the Holy Spirit is unfinished, so long as the great purpose of God in t
age is unaccomplished, the mystery of lawlessness cannot have
culmination in the apostasy and in the manifestation of the lawless o
The Holy Spirit has throughout this age been the restrainer. The po
which has restrained the serpent's power is the power of theoEginidl.
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Whenever the forces of evil attempted to reach their full manifestati
the Spirit of God restrained them from reaching the goal. The entire hist
of the Church bears witness to this supernatural power.

But this work of the Spirit in gathering the body of Christ through th
preaching of the Gospel message will not continue ad infinitum. It w
come to an end. The Spirit of God will finish the work He came to do, f
the body of Christ is an elect body, and some day it will be complete
What will happen then?

We look again at the quoted words from the Thessalonian epistle. P
wrote, "We beg you, brethren, by the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ,
our gathering together unto Him." What gathering together unto Him dc
Paul mean? The Church of Jesus Christ is not a permanent institutior
this earth. Her destiny is not here, but in the heavenlies. The Head,
risen Christ is in glory, and all the members of His body must be united
the Head; the Bridegroom is in the Father's house, and some day the E
must be brought to Him for the heavenly nuptuals, when she will beco
the Lamb's wife (Rev. xix:6-9). When Paul speaks of the gathering toget
unto Him, he means the home gathering of all the redeemed. Of this g
event this man of God received a special revelation. Well has it be
termed "that blessed hope.” We find it in the first Thessalonian epistle.

"For this we say unto you by the Word of the Lord, that we which a
alive and remain unto the coming of the Lord shall not precede them wh
are asleep. For the Lord Himself shall descend from heaven with a sh
with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God; and the deac
Christ shall rise first; then we which are alive shall be caught up togetl
with them in clouds, to meet the Lord in the air, and so shall we ever
with the Lord" (1 Thess. iv:15-17).

This is the gathering together unto Him. It will happen some da
literally as it is written. This is the end of true Christianity on the earth; tl
end of Christendom is something entirely different.  This is the future
the true
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Church of Christ. The Holy Spirit who indwells the Church will be neede
for this coming event. By His power the bodies of the saints of God, w
died in Christ will be quickened, and His power will change living
believers in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye. This we find written i
Romans viii:ll, "But if the Spirit of Him that raised up Jesus from the de:
dwell in you, He that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quick
(make alive) your mortal bodies by His Spirit who dwelleth in you." He |
also needed with His power to carry the redeemed hosts through

heavens and bring them face to face with Christ, the Lord. The Spir
work being finished, He holds His ascension when the Saints of God

gathered unto Him.

"He who restrains now until He be gone." The meaning is clear, with t
completed Church brought into the presence of the Lord, the Restral
will be gone—and then the apostasy and the lawless one, and then the
manifestation of the mystery of lawlessness, and then the serpent's wi
the serpent's final hiss and final work, for he knows his time is short (R«
Xii:12).

What it will mean when the Restrainer is no longer here, what it w
mean when God's children no longer pray and witness, no longer reach
for the unsaved, we cannot even imagine.

All this is revealed in the last book of the New Testament, in the Patn
vision of the aged John. The removal of the true Church from earth
heaven is symbolically seen in the beginning of the fourth chapt
followed by the worship scenes in glory. After the Saints are in H
presence the seven sealed book is opened and beginning with the
chapter we have a description of what will happen on the earth in the d
when the lawless one is here. There will be judgments from above and
last three years and a half will be the great tribulation, which Dan
mentions (Dan. xii:l-3), which our Lord says will be sweeping the ear
immediately before His visible return.

This exposition of the Restrainer and His restraining power in tl
removal of the Church, is questioned by some. The
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argument against it is on account of the Saints, who are mentioned du
the time of trouble and tribulation, who are suffering in the coming worle
revolution and world-chaos, whom the lawless one hates and tries
exterminate. If the true Church is removed from the earth, who are th
suffering Saints? Are the modernists being converted? Are t
evolutionists turning to Christ? That a multitude of people will come out
the great tribulation and be saved is verified by the Scriptures, but they
not those who rejected the Gospel, nor are they added to the Church
the Church, as the body of Christ is completed.

During those days of Satanic manifestation and power, before the en
the age comes, "this Gospel of the kingdom (that the King is about
return to earth with His power as Judge) shall be preached in all the wc
as a witness unto all nations" (Matt. xxiv). So there will be a great witne
given during the final years, during the days when the mystery
lawlessness has reached its goal.

And if the Holy Spirit is gone, how can these witnesses he
success with their message and how can people repent and believe the
call?

The witnesses will be Israelites of the different tribes. They are t
sealed company in Revelation vii. Here again we must be clear as to t
identity. They will not be the international Jews, the political-financie
schemers, the lawless elements, who ridicule and hate religion of any
and are atheists. These Jews will worship the beast. They reject the
Christ and accept the false Messiah. Our Lord predicted this. "I am com
My Father's name, and ye receive me not, if another shall come in his ¢
name, him ye will receive" (John v:43).

The orthodox Jews, who have held on to the faith of their fathers, w
pray for the coming of the Messiah-King,
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whose eyes are blinded that they cannot see, from them the veil will
removed. The Holy Spirit after having finished His work in connectio
with the body of Christ, begins His work with the remnant of Israel. The
eyes are opened. It dawns upon them that the long-expected King is al
to come. The fulness of the Gentiles has come in and their blindnes
ended (Rom. xi:26). They receive the knowledge that the rejected One,
Lord Jesus Christ, is the coming King. They begin to pray praye
prewritten by the Spirit of God (See Psa. Ixxx:17-19; Isa. Ixiii:15-Ixiv:I-8)
When the man of sin appears they refuse his lying signs and wonders,
refuse him worship, as Mordecai refused to bow the knee before Harn
They have to suffer persecution and many of them will be killed. Tl
twelfth chapter in Revelation tells us about this. "And the dragon (tl
devil) was wroth with the woman (Israel) and went to make war with tl
remnant of her seed (the God-fearing Jews and Israelites), which keep
commandments of God, and have the testimony of Jesus" (Rev. xii:]
The seed of the woman faces for the last time the serpent and his seed.
this remnant sealed will give the witness to all the nations, the witness
the coming King. They are well fitted to do this, for they are found amol
all nations and speak their languages.

And the Holy Spirit, the Restrainer will, as He did in Old Testamel
times, be with this godly remnant of Jews, sustain them in their work a
those of the Gentile nations who believe their witness will also be unc
His power and guidance, so that they can overcome. On the other hanc
will permit the power of the serpent to do its utmost in God-defiance a
lawlessness till the hour of defeat arrives.

In our text the defeat is expressed in these words—"Whom the Lc
shall consume with the breath of His mouth and shall annul by t
appearing of His coming.” Needless to say the One who will defeat 1
serpent and his seed is the Lord Jesus Christ. The crushing defeat cc
when He returns in great power and glory. How vividly this is revealed
numerous prophecies. We quote but one, the
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Second Psalm. The raging nations, raging under Satanic control,
confederacies of rulers, raving against God and against His Christ, try
to break their bands and get rid of their cords, are a prophetic picture of
final conflict. Heaven is silently looking on; God above it all holds them i
derision. But the scene changes. "Then shall He speak unto them in
wrath, and vex them in His sore displeasure.

He has a name written, which is known only to Him—the Na
of His Deity; in incarnation His name is the "Word of God" and the futu
name, which He claims with His return is "King of kings and Lord
lords.” Then follows the complete dethronement of the powers of evil a
lawlessness. Satan is bound to deceive the nations no more.

His victorious return will mean much more besides the defeat of t
serpent and its seed. It will end all infidelity; it will be a complete
vindication of His Person as it will be a vindication of the Bible as th
infallible revelation of God; it will demonstrate that His Word is true fron
the beginning. And more than that the victorious Seed of the woman,
Son of Man coming in His glory, will solve all the problems with whict
humanity is wrestling today; He will institute the government o
righteousness and peace; He will bring to the nations the true libe
fraternity and equality; He will end conflict between capital and labor f
"He shall judge the poor with righteousness" and "He shall save the p
and the needy" (Psa. Ixxii). He will bring universal disarmament, "for F
shall speak peace unto the nations and His dominion shall be from se
sea, and from the
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river even unto the uttermost parts of the earth" (Zech. ix:10). He w
bring deliverance for groaning creation for "the wolf shall dwell with th
lamb, and the leopard shall lie down with the kid, and the calf and t
young lion and the fatling together, and a little child shall lead them" (ls
Xi:6).

Super-Man, not a spirit or a phantom, but a real Man with a human bo
This Super-Man is The Lord Jesus Christ.

The coming great event in human history is the visible and glorio
manifestation of the Son of Man, the Super-Man, far above
principalities and powers, and every name that
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is named; the Super-Man who has all power in heaven and on earth;
Super-Man whose are the crown rights over all the earth.

The Super-Man is the Son of God. He became Man not by natu
generation, but by the supernatural process of the virgin birth, He w
conceived by the Holy Spirit. The life He lived on earth demonstrates t
fact of His super-humanity. His own witness was, "l am from above . .
am not of this world" (John viii:23). He was sinless, holy and undefile
No flaw has ever been found in His life and character; nor was there c
He towers above the rest of humanity. The words He spoke and the wit
He did are the credentials of His Deity. And this wonderful person, t
God-Man, came to die a sacrificial death. He died as the Lamb of God,
then conquered death and the grave in His triumphant resurrection ft
among the dead. Through Him humanity can be lifted from sin and des
and become also super-human. Those who believe on Him, accept Hin
their Saviour, who died for their sins, are born again.

The Certainty of It

happen, or what new forms the repetition of history will take on. But the
is a way by which man can know the future. There is a knowledge pu
the door of the human race, which is trustworthy, because it is infallible
is knowledge given by revelation of the omniscient Spirit of God, and tt
knowledge is found in the Bible, the Word of God.

The Bible forecasts the future. Its forecasts are sure and certain bey
the shadow of even the remotest doubt. History proves it. Hundreds
years before certain empires came into existence, the Bible predicted t
coming and what should come to pass. This we find in the prophecies
Daniel. Other prophets of God foretold the fall and utter ruin of Babylc
and Nineveh, when these cities were flourishing and in the zenith of tr
power. Egypt's history is prewritten in the Word of God and all wze
minutely fulfilled. Still more striking is the pre-written history of the
people Israel. This fact no infidel has ever been able, nor will be able,
answer. Fulfilled prophecy demonstrates the Bible as the infallible Word
God.

The crown of all Bible prophecy is what is written concerning th
Messiah, promised to the people Israel. For many centuries His com
was announced.

Th
absolute certainty of it is assured.
He Was Not Mistaken

It is a common statement, found among the liberals in Protest
Christendom, that the Lord Jesus Christ in saying certain things, v
mistaken. They speak of Him as if He was ignorant of certain facts, or t
He accommodated Himself to the mistaken beliefs of the Jews. All the
dishonoring expressions are the results of disbelief in the God-Man,
infallible Son of God and infallible Son of Man.
